Note: Valve may have water inside because each valve is tested

to be water tight.

1. Disconnect power or unplug refrigerator. Carefully pull
the refrigerator away from the wall, being careful not to
kink the water line.

2. Shut off water supply to the ice maker.

3. Remove the compartment cover from the rear of the
refrigerator.

4, Remove the copper and plastic water supply lines from
the valve assembly. (See Figure 1)
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5. Place both water line ends in a bucket or pan until all the
water is drained out of lines.

6. Remove wiring plug from the coil, and remove mounting
screws from mounting bracket and green ground wire.
(See Figure 2)

Discard old valve and copper water supply line pigtail.

Attach
valve assembly to the cabinet rail, using the screw
provided in the kit. In some older models, the bottom
screw hole must be added to properly mount the valve
assembly. A %" hole must be drilled to the cabinet
rail.
